Last Elul saw a modern and comprehensive system (Gent
Viglion) installed throughout the entire campus. The new
digital system complies with all the latest British Safety
Standards, has been checked by our Fire Risk Assessor as
well as the local Fire Brigade. The system has also been
adapted to include Carbon Monoxide detection in the
relevant areas. The cost of this supply and installation
was £57,000 and was kindly underwritten by the
Gateshead Yeshiva Alumni Association.

The Yeshiva continuously maintains, upgrades and
replaces equipment and facilities in line with its needs
and current regulatory requirements, ensuring that the

highest standards in health and safety compliance are
maintained for our Bochurim.
