The Yeshiva has been learning Maseches Bovo
Metzia over the past year, and will be starting
Kesubos this Winter Zman.

Our Yeshiva benefits from the finest buildings,
dormitories and facilities available, some older
and some newer. Our Talmidim are able to
learn, eat and sleep without needing to leave the
campus, minimising distractions and maximising
their opportunity to learn undisturbed. We are
forever upgrading and investing in our facilities,
and this past year has been no different, with the
Yeshiva completing several major projects.

The existing Fire Detection System was extended
to include an additional 25 addressable points
across the Beis Hamedrash, dining room,
kitchen and cellars. The opening dining room
windows were repositioned to improve the level
of security at the front of the premises. These

improvements were funded by the Alumni
Association.

The acoustics of the Beis Hamedrash have been
significantly improved with the application of a
layer of brilliant white oil-based, eggshell paint
to harden the ceiling so that it deflects sound.
The new paint also provides the entire Beis
Hemedrash with additional brightness. The
Yeshiva is grateful to an anonymous well-wisher
for financing this project.

The dormitories have also seen improvements.
The Bochurim’s telephone system was upgraded,
and new “lines and minutes” providers were
sourced, leading to cost savings for our Talmidim.
The bedside lamps in the older dormitory block
were upgraded, reducing fire risk and improving
energy efficiency.
