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The Yeshiva began learning Maseches Nedorim
at the beginning of summer Zman, and have
continued learning the same Masechta into the
current Elul Zman.

Tamuz saw the advance arrival of the incoming
‘2w, n“a these Bochurim settled into Yeshiva
successfully, with a full daily schedule consisting
of two daily Shiurim, delivered by Horav Eli
Gurwicz and Horav Refoel Lieberman, as well as
full participation in the Yeshiva Sedorim. At the
same time, the Yeshiva welcomed the newest
addition to the faculty of the Yeshiva — Horav
Simcha Feld (see separate article).
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Over the course of the summer Bein Hazmanim,
the VYeshiva successfully completed the
installation of new hot water boilers in the Sebba
House block, as well as two new cold storage
tanks (total capacity 11,000 litres) servicing the
dormitory blocks. The Yeshiva is grateful to a
loyal and trusted friend for financing this project.

Elul Zman has seen a rise in the number of
Talmidim, with new Bochurim joining from
schools and Yeshivos Ketana from across the
world. The Rosh Yeshiva delivered the Shiur
Pesicha to mark the Yohrzeit of Horav Leib Lopian
zt”l, and a group of Bochurim from Shiur Kibutz
visited the Beis Olam. At this time, there are
around 340 Bochurim and Yungerleit learning
in the Beis Hamedrash, including a number of
former Talmidim who have returned to spend
Elul in Gateshead Yeshiva.
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The Yeshiva was delighted to welcome Horav
Simcha Feld as a Shoel uMeshiv . Reb Simcha
is a son of the late R” Moshe Feld of Golders
Green, London, and a son-in-law of Horav
Shlomo Steinhaus of
Gateshead. An alumnus
of Gateshead Yeshiva,
and later of Yeshivos
Ponevez, Reb Zvi Kaplan
and Gateshead Kollel,
Rabbi Feld has in more
recent years served as
a Magid Shiur at the
Mechina LeYeshiva,
Gateshead, and gives a
daily Shiur at Yeshivas
Tiferes Yaakov.

Apart from his
proficiency in delivering

well-prepared
Shiurim, Reb Simcha has also demonstrated
an unusual ability to reach out and connect
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to young Bochrim on a personal level. Rabbi
Feld will be primarily responsible for Bochrim
who have just joined the Yeshiva, and he
will be actively involved in helping them
prepare for Shiur during
morning Seder. Reb
Simcha’s joining was
timed to correspond to
the arrival of the Tamuz
intake, and indeed in
the short time since
his arrival, he has
succeededindeveloping
a strong connection
to the Bochrim. The
Hanholas HaYeshiva are
confident that Rabbi
Feld’s appointment will
provide the incoming
Shiur with both direction in learning and
support in acclimatising and achieving their
best in Yeshiva.
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The Yeshiva, the Alumni and many communities
around the world were shocked and saddened at
the petirah on 17 July '16 (11 Tammuz) of Arnold
Cohen 9“1 in North West London, aged 79.

Arnold was a talmid of Rabbi N Ordman xt at
Eitz Chaim Yeshiva in the East End of London
before going to learn at Gateshead Yeshiva from
1952 until 1957 under the guidance of Rav Leib
Lopian 9“xr and Rav Leib Gurwicz 9“¢1. He then
learnt with Rav Nachman Shlomo Grynspan ‘7-xr.

As well as running a very successful
accountancy business he found time to be a
governor at Hasmonean Schools, where he also
gave shiurim and lectures. The material he used
became the basis of two popular seforim in
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English- one on Jewish Civil Law, the other on
Jewish Matrimonial Law - which are still in print
today.

Arnold was involved with many tzedokos
during his life. He served as treasurer of Hendon
Adas Shul, and when he moved to Finchley
Road, he was a regular mispallel at Sassov Beis
Hamedrash for over 30 years. It was at this
stage that he became active in the Federation of
Synagogues, serving as President and developing
an organisation that was to carry much gravitas
in terms of its unflinching commitment to Torah
standards.

For us on the Alumni, we owe our existence to

his foresight back in the mid 60’s when he formed

the Alumni association, set up a committee and
organised the early dinners. He maintained his
close links with the Yeshiva and was held in great
esteem and respect by all the Roshei Yeshiva.

Hewasalsooneofthefoundersof Achisomoch
and indirectly has been responsible for raising
literally millions of pounds for our Yeshiva.

Arnold was “one of those rare individuals
who incorporated his Torah knowledge and
learning, mature leadership. and dedicated
public service with probity and integrity...” The
legacy he leaves, is of organisations dedicated
to the support of Torah and mitzvos.
